Practical Participation

At the moment we are seeing some duplication of the tools and applications which are being created. On the end user application there are data browsing tools being created but not other, more specific and practical types.

There is a gap in the mapping of the eco-system on import into participating countrys' AIMS. This might be an actual gap.

Individual donors are developing visualisation apps/widgets on their websites and there seems to be a common requirement here which might be met by the proposed commissioning fund.

The following gaps in the ecosystem were suggested:

· Good user documentation

· Task focused applications

· A common API

· Open sourced data validation tools through Google Refine

· Tools to synchronise applications with the registry

· Generic reports out of donor's databases to produce IATI data

· Cloud based tools

· Automatic data feedback

· Capture of qualitative data – videos, user stories, feedback
